It represents Schutz after a night's
dissipation sitting on the side of his bed, clutching his aching head and vomiting
into a chamber pot. It was later overpainted to make it appear he was reading in
bed. It was believed to have been commissioned by his wife as a lesson in
temperance. Schutz married a Norfolk heiress in 1755 and came to live at
Gillingham Hall, Norfolk, which became the family seat and where the painting
remained until 1989.
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
