Acquisition of the Macclesfield Psalter, following the decision of the Arts Minister
to place a temporary bar on its export. The Psalter has been described as the
most important discovery of any English illuminated manuscript in living memory.
It is one of the most technically accomplished and best preserved products of the
East Anglian school of illumination, which was at its height in the early fourteenth
century
